Easter is the 
Great Awaken-
ing. As surely 
as Jesus died 
on the cross, 
the disciples, 
too, were dead 
to trust, hope, 

and joy. And yet, God was still at work in 
them, leading through darkness and mystery 
to the light and wonder reawakened in them 
on Easter. Thomas Merton speaks eloquently 
about this kind of movement in our lives: 

Be content that you are not yet a saint, 
even though you realize that the only 
thing worth living for is sanctity. Then 
you will be satisfied to let God lead you 
to sanctity by paths that you cannot 
understand. You will travel in darkness 
in which you will no longer be con-
cerned with yourself and no long com-
pare yourself to others. Those who have 
gone by that way have finally found 
out that sanctity is in everything and 
that God is all around them, they sud-
denly wake up and find that the joy of 
God is everywhere. 

Easter can be a strange time for many pro-
gressive Christians. After the flowers are 
wilted and the candy all eaten, sometimes 
we’re left feeling like we still don’t really get 
it. We get hung up on literal bodily resurrec-

tion, but have trouble claiming the power 
of the non-literal truth. We don’t feel 
Easter down in our bones. 

Well, “be content.” Worrying about under-
standing is another way of being concerned 
about ourselves, and that just gets in the 
way of God’s patient leading, coaxing, 
goading. Be content that God’s trustworthy 
grace is at work transforming us into our 
true selves, creatures already sanctified, al-
ready risen.

We have an AED!  Learn how to use it! 

Get Your Balance On!   

Waverly UCC Balance Screening   

Sunday, April 11, 2010, after church  
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AED stands for automatic external defibrillator.  This machine is for emergency use when an adult 

or child's heart stops beating, it provides a jolt of electricity to (hopefully) restart the heart and 

guides a rescuer through the steps of CPR while they are waiting for an ambulance to arrive, which 

has been shown to greatly increase chances of survival.  It will be installed near the foot of the stairs 

to the Fellowship Hall (just downstairs from the narthex). 

 

On Sunday April 25th, right after church Melinda Nickels will show a brief video (about 8 minutes) 

on how to use the AED.  If you've had CPR training recently, it's highly recommended that you 

watch the video.  AED's are very, very simple to use once you know how.  In the future, all of our 

CPR trainings at the church will include AED instruction.  If you can't make it that day, please con-

tact Melinda (503-481-3578) to set up a time to watch the video.
